Abstract:
This article discusses current issues of efficient use of the tourism and recreational
potential of the Surkhandarya region, one of the unique regions of Uzbekistan with a rich
natural, historical, cultural and ethnographic heritage. Despite the availability of
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significant resources, tourism development in the region faces a number of problems:
underdeveloped infrastructure, limited level of service, weak digital representation and
low level of investment attraction. Using the IMRAD method, the article conducts a
comprehensive analysis of the current state of the tourism and recreational sector of the
region, assesses its strengths and weaknesses, and identifies potential opportunities and
threats. Particular attention is paid to the results of sociological surveys, expert interviews
and field observations. Based on the analysis, specific areas and practical
recommendations are proposed to improve the efficiency of using the region's tourism
potential: development of a cluster approach, digitalization of tourism, improvement of
transport accessibility, attraction of investments and training of qualified personnel. The
implementation of the proposed measures will ensure sustainable growth of the tourism
sector, strengthen the economic development of the region and increase its attractiveness
in the domestic and international tourism markets.
